	The research is good and suitable for publication, as it used sound methodology and reached results consistent with economic and statistical logic. However, we would like clarification on the following:

Why was the primary data collected from 90 mustard farmers through a pre-designed questionnaire? The farmers were classified into three categories: small (less than 2 hectares), medium (2-4 hectares), and large (more than 4 hectares), with 30 respondents in each category. We would like clarification on the reasons for selecting the sample in this way (i.e., its type), and please include the reason clearly in the methodology section.

The results stated that the cost of cultivation increases with farm size and the farmer's profitability. This is logical, but the recommendations should be better presented with figures, i.e., stating that as cultivation costs increase by a certain percentage, profitability increases by a certain percentage.
