	The manuscript reports the important issue of screening rice genotypes against Asian rice gall midge (Orseolia oryzae), a major pest causing significant yield losses in endemic regions such as Warangal. The study contributes to the understanding of host plant resistance under high pest pressure conditions and provides useful baseline information for resistance breeding programmes. The identification of moderately susceptible genotypes relevant for future gene pyramiding strategies. However, the overall scientific contribution is somewhat limited due to lack of statistical validation and deeper analytical interpretation.

However, the absence of replication and statistical analysis significantly weakens the scientific accuracy of the study. The results are largely descriptive and the discussion lacks depth in explaining resistance mechanisms and biotype interactions. I recommend, improved discussion and inclusion of study limitations.
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
