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Red cell distribution width (RDW) is a simple and immediately available inflammatory biomarker [1], and elevated RDW is closely associated with haemolytic anaemia in HCV-related liver disease [2]. The mean platelet volume (MPV) describes the average platelet size reported in femtoliters (fL) [3] and its value is a reliable marker in hepatitis C patients for predicting the advanced damage in liver histology [4]. Neutrophil-to lymphocyte (NLR) is considered as surrogate marker for PMNL [5], and can be used to estimate the prognosis of patients with chronic hepatitis C-associated cirrhosis complicated by T2DM [6].
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
