2. Statistical analysis details are insufficient. The manuscript should specify the significance level (p-value), statistical software used, and post hoc tests if applicable. 
3. The study should clarify whether results are based on dry weight or extract yield basis. 
4. The use of methanolic extract for proximate analysis may require additional justification because proximate composition is usually conducted on powdered crude plant material rather than extracts.
